Installation guidelines for “Domingo” Dura Thatch

To calculate square feet (surface area) of your project: Length x width x each section and ADD them together, for your TOTAL surface area. Always add approx. 10% extra for over laps, cuts, etc. The more pitch your roof has, the nicer it will look.

Starting from the BOTTOM of your roof, measure up 3” (3” is only a guide, you could go up to 5” depending on the fullness to want) and using a straight edge, string or chalk box, make a line all the way across that section of your roof. Install a row of “Domingo”, overlapping approx. 3” of each preceding piece you installed.

The second row SHOULD be installed 3” up from the first. Remember to STAGGER YOUR JOINTS, by starting with a half piece of thatch in every OTHER row. Install the third row in the same manner, 3” up.

All additional rows may be installed UP TO BUT NOT OVER 6”. Five inches (5”) is the usual spacing up the roof, AFTER the first three starting rows.

It is easier to measure and make all your straight lines across the roof before you begin installing your thatch.

To get a specific look you desire. Before you begin, lay a few pieces of Dura Thatch out on the edge of your roof to get the over hang and fullness to want. Then make your lines and begin installing. If you have your straight lines and the tools you need it is a very easy afternoon project.

Fasteners: Air tools are faster, if you have access to an air stapler. Staples should be stainless steel or galvanized and 5/8” long with a 3/8” or 1/2" crown. Be careful not to use too much pressure and damage your thatch. You may also use ring shank nails WITH a neoprene washer, or tek type screws WITH a neoprene washer.

Going over other surfaces: “Domingo” Dura Thatch is designed to be installed over existing roofs or over sub roofing materials or plywood. Please remember you MUST be sure your structure is waterproof.

Over some type of roofing materials you may need to install 1x2 wood strips to fasten your thatch to. It is usually not necessary over plywood with a roofing felt dry in over it. In this procedure the lines you make on your roof, (discussed earlier), would be the top of your 1x3 wood strips.

A final thought, you may use a pair of scissors and cut the ends of the Dura Thatch where it over hangs your roof for a more natural palm frond look and feel.
